1. APOLOGIES

There were apologies from Cllr Corbett Jarvis, Philip High, John Jarvis

2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

Fiona Joliffe declared an interest as a member of the Norfolk Wildlife Trust and CPRE.

3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 22nd SEPTEMBER, 2008 

On a PROPOSAL by Cllr Hipperson SECONDED by Cllr Payne the minutes were AGREED and signed. 

Fiona asked for clarification on Item 3 and the appointment of John Jarvis or Philip High to the Committee.  It was noted that the March meeting of the Town Council had approved membership of both and this meant that the Committee Brief had been changed to include an additional ex-officio member.

The meeting closed at 7.10 p.m.

Mr Neech advised that the stream came onto his land at the Old Rectory.

It was AGREED on a proposal by Cllr Hipperson seconded by G Rudd that the Town Council should be asked to consider the inclusion of L Jackson on the Committee.  It was noted that this would extend the ex-officio membership of the committee again, but Lynn had done considerable works on the Hills and she would only undertake work as the Code of Practise detailed.
5. WORKING PLAN FOR SPOUT HILLS

Tony had prepared a management plan which was circulated and this included which could be undertaken during the Summer. (Appendix 1)  He explained each item and gave an opportunity for discussion.  One item marked as a query – chain harrowing of the railway field – this would be undertaken by Lynn on a trial basis. 

There was discussion on the ring barked trees. This had been undertaken by NCC several years ago.  There was particular concern regarding one tree and it was AGREED that an inspection of all the trees should take place on the site in the Autumn.  Sarah advised that a solution might be to leave it as standing dead wood with a six foot stump.
